Regulation 8, Rule 45 Coating Log

Group I and II

The Bay Area Air Quality Management District daily coating log was developed to assist facilities with the coating record keeping requirements of Regulation 8, Rule 45:  Motor Vehicle and Motor Equipment Coating Operations.

This log provides sufficient information to meet the record keeping requirements of Rule 45.  Any other logs that supply this information may be used.

Rule 45 for refinish products is separated into two groups.  It is important to understand the differences between the two groups since the standards for them are different.


Group I vehicles include:
Passenger cars


Large heavy-duty truck cabs and chassis


Light and medium-duty trucks, vans and motorcycles


Group II vehicles include:
Public transit buses - VOC limits more stringent



Mobile equipment*     (see top right of coating log for limits)

*
Mobile equipment:  Truck bodies and trailers, utility bodies, camper shells, mobile cranes, bulldozers, street cleaners, golf carts, and any other equipment which may be driven or capable of being drawn on roadway or rails including trains and railcars.

1.
Date:  Enter date, including year, of painting activity

2.
Company Name and Plant #:  Enter the Company Name and the Plant # listed on the Bay Area Air Quality Management District Permit.

3.
Repair or Job Order #:  This column is for your use to identify the job and what is being coated.  Vehicle, model and license number can also be listed.

4.
Coating Trade Name, Code # & Type:  List the coating manufacturer, the coating code or identification number and the type of coating.  For example, primers, basecoats, clearcoats, specialty coatings, or a coating systems.

5.
Catalyst Type:  List the catalyst's manufacturer and code.

6.
Reducer Type:  List the Reducer's (Solvent) manufacturer and code.

7.
Mix Ratio:  List the mix ratio in the following order: coating/reducer/catalyst/others.

8.
Amount Sprayed:  List amount of coating actually sprayed.

9.
Amount Wasted, if applicable:  List amount of any mixed coating wasted.  Any extra coatings that will harden before being used.

10.
Group I, Group II, Specialty or Part coated:  Is this coating to be applied to a Group I vehicle or a Group II vehicle or part?  Is it a specialty coating?  Note:  Specialty coatings must not total more than 5% of total coating volume on a monthly basis.  Part coated for Group II vehicles may be used to determine Group I applicability (cabs, chassis).

11.
Painter's initials:  The initial of the painter applying the coating.

Use the Solvent Log Form to meet the record keeping requirements of Section 501.3, on the amount of solvent used for surface preparation and cleanup.
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
